Mission Statement

All members of the Society will be sensitive to the possibility of Child Abuse and neglect  within the environment.
Guidelines

1 Society Children are the responsibility of their parents / Guardian at all times.
2  All members of the society will be vigilant about their own actions towards children that cannot be misinterpreted.

3 Children will not be left in the care of any society member unless the parent / guardian has consented and the member is in agreement.

4 Children will not be taken by any member without prior consent and must remain in public view at all times. 
5 Society Members will behave in an appropriate manner towards all children e.g no inappropriate touching, use of profane language.

6 All members will report incidents to a member of the committee in the event of witnessing or a child disclosing an incident.
7 The committee member will inform the police or social services immediately of the incident/ disclosure.
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
